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4. Summary 

Noise baseline measurements were completed at 4 sampling locations in June and July of 2007, 
using two Quest Technologies 2900 Type 2 sound level meters.  Sampling was carried out during 
two study periods from June 26th to June 30th at two locations in the Mess Creek Valley (FD-7 
and FD-8), and from July 14th to July 18th at two locations north of the Schaft Creek Camp in the 
Schaft Creek Valley (FD-4 and FD-5).  The observed 4 day Leq values were 48.2 and 45.2 dBA 
at stations FD-7 and FD-8, respectively.  The 4 day Leq values at stations FD-4 and FD-5 were 
45.6 and 40.0 dBA, respectively.   

Wind speed was deemed to have the greatest effect on baseline noise levels at the noise 
monitoring stations during the study periods.  Helicopter noise and exploration camp activities 
did not likely influence the baseline noise measurements.  
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
